conservation measures. Guests are welcome to participate in various citizen science projects.

Islas Secas is a birdwatcher’s paradise with over 124 resident and migratory birds. Our main

island features miles of groomed trails for guests to observe tropical �ora and fauna. 

Witness a blowhole spray water 60 feet high; visit a huge 300-year old cedar tree at Cedro 

Grande. Emerge on the beach to explore giant driftwood. Pause high cli� to gaze out over 

clear blue waters. Or be transported to a secluded beach with a picnic, cooler, lounge chair, 

umbrella - and a two-way radio. Stay as long as you like. Signal for a return when ready.

S C H E D U L EP R I C I N G

Islas Secas’ private plane is the easiest way to reach the resort. Guests �ying into 

Panama City are met on arrival and escorted through immigration and customs to 

board Islas Secas’ Twin Otter aircraft for a direct hour �ight to the resort. Scheduled 

airplane transfers between Panama City and Islas Secas operate 3 - 4 times per week 

depending on the season. Private charter �ights outside the schedules are subject to 

availability.
